In response to airline demands for a longer-range, faster, more powerful airplane,
Lockheed now presents the all-new Model 1649A Super Star.

Most important of many design innovations on the new Super Star is its wide-span
Laminar Flow Wing. Developed from Lockheed’s varied experience with military
aircraft, the new wing stretches an impressive 150 feet from tip to tip—more than three
times the total distance of the Wright Brothers first flight!

Lighter and stronger than its predecessors, this latest airfoil permits higher speed and
has a far greater load capacity. Passengers will enjoy a more relaxing, comfortable
ride because the new wing smoothes out much of the normal weather turbulence, and
its superior aerodynamic characteristics help make the Super Star the longest range
airplane in commercial service today.

As a further important contribution to passenger comfort aboard the Super Star, a great
deal of study and engineering effort has been devoted to reducing the level of engine
noise audible in its cabin. Engines have been positioned further from the passenger
compartment to minimize internal noise and propeller speeds have been sharply
reduced. A comparison of some of the factors that influence sound levels reveals as
much as 23% advantage in favor of the Super Star versus contemporary

airplanes of its type.

The purpose of this booklet is to answer the most frequent questions travelers will ask
about the new transport. It is therefore not a technical brochure. It is intended primarily
as a convenient reference for the layman.
